The movie was shot last summer in Philadelphia as Fisher was building The Pop Shop. “I did a lot of coordinating from my trailer,” admits the Collingswood resident. It was a blast to go from acting in a scene with Mark Walberg or Greg Kinnear to a meeting with my plumbing contractor.”  

Stink has been acting for the last 8 years. He has appeared twice on The Sopranos, in The Longest Yard with Adam Sandler and in over 20 national commercials. Stink also was a professional football player who was recruited by the Jets and played in the Arena league. He attended Cherry Hill West and Rowan University where he was an All American.
What was it like to play football again? “It was hard,” admits Fisher. “It’s not so much when the whistle blows and the cameras are up and rolling because then you’re simply focused on what you have to do.  But it’s the aftermath, when you go home and you gotta get up the next morning and start trying to walk on these feet that don’t want to be walked on yet… that’s when it starts hitting you like, ‘wow, I don’t know how Jerry Rice is still doing this.’”
